	Measurable Lesson Objectives:
	Students will be able to understand basic fractions with numerators 2-8 by shading and identifying the right fractions in worksheet.
Students will be able to understand and identify the parts of a fraction by correctly identifying the numerator and denominator in a worksheet.

	-“Full House: An invitation to fractions” by Dayle Ann Dodds
-Fraction identification and shading worksheets

- Cookies
-Chocolate bars

	Anticipatory Set:
	Sensory Experience: Teacher will read the “Full House: An invitation to fractions” by Dayle Ann Dodds  book to students. Teacher will add the vocabulary words: Numerator and Denominator while reading the book. Teacher will make a connection between reading and the vocabulary words and the book is being read. Teacher will have a poster of a hotel on the board. Teacher will show the progression of the rooms getting filled as the visitors come to the Strawberry Inn as fractions.


	
	

	Procedures and  Research-based Instructional Approaches:
	Connections and Perceptivity: Use the idea of an inn fom the book to help children understand the concept of fractions. Ask students to think about other places/ways they see fractions in their daily lives. Have students discuss in pairs and then bring back the class together to share. 
Teacher will then share her own answers to ways/places fractions can be seen and used in the daily life.

Teacher will do a quick assesment asking students to give a thumbs up if they understand fractions.

Give students the numerator and denominator worksheet and also the fraction identification sheet to work on.
Risk Taking and Imagination and active engagement: 
Teacher will bring cookies and chocolate bars and have students explore breaking them into different fractions writen on the board. Teacher will walk around the room to provide needed help and to actively asses where each student is in terms of their understanding of fractions. I will be checking for understanding.


	
	

	Differentiation:
	Based on the quick thumbs up assesment and understanding I will group children who have a better understanding of the material with children who are having a harder time with it.

	
	

	Lesson Closure and Wrap-up:
	Teacher will give each student a fraction and a chocolate bar. In order for them to eat and be done with class they will have to break it into the fraction given by the teacher.

	
	

	Adaptations for Students with Exceptionalities:
	Include many visuals for these students.
I will work with these students on a one to one basis to help them better understand the material.
