	Common Core / State Standards:
	Evolution- Mechanism- Sexual Selection 

	Measurable Lesson Objectives:
	1) Students will recall the definition of sexual selection by interacting and discussing examples found by understanding the Birds of Paradise. 
2) Students will understand how sexual selection can present itself in a specific environment by creating their own unqiue organisum. 
3) Students will design their own organism that undergoes sexual selection and be able to discuss with their peers by creating their own unquie organisum.  



	
	

	Materials and

Resources needed:
	Computer with a projector, smart phones, three laptops, paper, pensils and coloring untensils

	
	

	Anticipatory Set:
	1) I would open the lesson asking the students if they have ever had a crush? If they had, did they ever change their apprearance or voice to impress their crush? The students would write about this experience. Describing what they changed. An example would be putting make-up on or changing their wardrobe. Students would only be ecouraged to share if they felt comforatable. We would discuss this with a partner and as a class. 
2) I would say all animals have different ways to impress their crushes, not just humans. Birds of Paradise have very unique ways of attracting their mates. I would show a youtube video to illustrate this behavior. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=iTmHtxJpEWE
3) I would make a short Kahoot! The students would be asked basic questions about sexual selection that would be learned during the lesson. This would give me information about what my students know before the start of the lesson. 

	
	

	Procedures and  Research-based Instructional Approaches:
	The class would be separated into three groups. These groups would travel as a group to three different stations in the classroom. 
Station 1: The team would watch this video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=4Ezc3aO4RSk
The team would then have a sheet of paper they would need to fill out and discuss. These questions would include 1) explain female choice? 2) Why do you think females choose certain traits? This station would also have a picture printed at the table. This picture would show a mating dance of two birds. The students would first discuss what they initally saw in the picture. Second, the students would be asked to examine the picture in more detail. Discussing the specific parts of the picture including, the birds’ coloring, posture and environment that surrounded the birds. 
Station 2: The team would pick a mating dance shown by the birds of paradise. The team would work together and research the dance they wanted to perform. The students would work together to practice and preform their dance. After all of the students had gone to all three stations, each group would perform their dance. Some students could choose to explain the dance while others could be involved in the dance. Students would be encouraged to pick a role that was out of their comfort zone. 
Station 3: Each team member would create their own organism that showed sexual selection. The students would need to combine what they learned about sexual selection and create an organism with a sexual selection behavior. This created behavior would need to match the types of characterists that are assosiated with real examples of sexual selection. Each member would sketch their created organism and explain in a small paragraph the trait involved in the selection process. Each member would share their created organism with the rest of the group. An example would be, drawing a bird with long tall bright blue feathers coming from the top of the animal’s head. The student could say that the female birds looked for the longest and brightest colored feathers when choosing a mate. 


	
	

	Differentiation:
	By creating these three different stations, many multiple inteligences are also addressed throughout the lesson. The multiple inteligences addressed include linguistic, spatial, bodily-kinesthetic and interpersonal intelligences. This will help the lesson appeal to many different types of learners. All of the stations use a variety of specific learning modalites to be inclusive of all types of learners. These modalities include visual, auditory, kinesthetic and tactile learning. Students will also be encouraged to work together.  This will allow students to better understand the material when teaching their peers. 

	
	

	Lesson Closure and Wrap-up:
	 I would ask students to fill out an exit ticket. This ticket would ask three questions. Question 1) define sexual selection. 2) Give an example of sexual selection. 3) What questions do you have about the material we learned today?

	
	

	Adaptations for Students with Exceptionalities:
	All of the videos will have closed caption options or I will transcribe the videos audio onto a sheet of paper. This will give students another option to view and understand the videos that are played during the class. Instuctions for each station will be explained at the beginning of class and writen down and displayed at each station. Each team will be given a signifiant amount of time at each station. This extra time will let students work at their own pace and ask questions.
