	Measurable Lesson Objectives:
	The students will be able to identify world issues by analyzing current political cartoons in their bell ringer.

The students will be able to analyze a Boston Massacre newpaper clipping by  illustrating their own political cartoon of the events describe in their clipping.

The students will be able to compare different interpretations of the Boston Massacre by analyzing the rest of the classes political cartoons and turning in notes.

	
	

	Materials and

Resources needed:
	Politcal cartoon examples, Different newspaper clipping describing the Boston Massacre, contruction paper, computer paper, makers, crayons, and colored pencils

	
	

	Anticipatory Set:
	Bell ringer- picture of a recent politcal cartoon. Have the students write what they think the picture means and then discuss as a class.

	
	

	Procedures and  Research-based Instructional Approaches:
	Enroll- Bell ringer and then students will discuss what they learned about the Boston Massacre from the last nights reading

Experience-Discuss political cartoons-what they are and examples. Hand out different newspaper articles on the Boston Massacre for students to read and analyze. Then, student will create their own political cartoon of the event based of the article they got

· Perceptivity:Students will analyze the political cartoon and look for their deeper meanings

· Risk Taking: Drawing and being creative.

· Sensory: Looking at different political cartoons

· Imagination: Creating a creative political cartoon

· Active engagement: Students will create their own art work of the Boston Massacre based of their article.

Label- Students will learn what led to the Boston Massacre and how it was perceived differently by the world during the time.

Demonstrate- Describe to students how current events could be perceived differently today. Example: mass media

· Connection: Have students discuss when they have felt that their actions have been construed by others or have them discuss other examples in their life. 

Review: Have students share their work, review the Boston Massacre and the different articles.

· Risk Taking: Sharing their work in front of the class

Celebrate: Hang up student’s art work in the classroom or hallway so others can appreciate their work.

	
	

	Differentiation:
	Visual/spatial-examining the political cartoons
Bodily/kinesthetic- hands on activity
Verbal/linguistic-reading the newspaper clippings and presenting their political cartoon

Instructions will be projected on the board, a handout and verbally given

Translated instructions and handouts will be provided

	
	

	Lesson Closure and Wrap-up:
	Students will discuss the different interpretations of the Massacre and also fill out an exit ticket with something they learned from the lesson or a question they have.
This lesson’s assesment: The final political cartoon, bell ringer and exit ticket.

	
	

	Adaptations for Students with Exceptionalities:
	Texts and pictures will be enlarged and highlighted as needed. Also, if needed I will sit down one on one with students and scaffold them into understanding what information their newpaper clipping is providing them with. I will provide a specific step by step rubic for what I am looking for in their final political cartoon.
