	Measurable Lesson Objectives:
	Students will correctly identify the function of the components of blood(plasma, and formed elements: red blood cells, white blood cells, platelets) through a worksheet in class.

Students will sythesize the information today by creating a short skit that directs them to answer “What resources must a marathon runners cells have in order to run a full marathon? How do each of the components of blood play a role in getting resources and waste products to and from the cells?”



	
	

	Materials and

Resources needed:
	Animals with circulatory systems slide show. Blood Formed Elements & plasma worksheet Work sheet.

	
	

	Anticipatory Set:
	Sensory Experience: JUMPING JACK ATTACK!!! Everybody do jumping jacks! Hey is your heart pumping fast now? But what is your heart pumping? Blood, what’s it made of and why? What are some of the things that you know blood does? How do we know? Filling out a chart on the board with student answers. 3 minutes 

	
	

	Procedures and  Research-based Instructional Approaches:
	Connections and Perceptivity: Show slides of different kinds of animals some with circulatory systems and some without with pictures that have references of scale. Ask the students to think about some common characteristics of animals with a circulatory system. Share with their peers talking to the students around them and I will call on them to share by tables. 5 minutes
Risk Taking and Imagination and active engagement: Give the students a handout that follows along with a slideshow that explains the composition of blood(plasma and formed element RBC, WBC, Platelets. Then gives a prompt for students to create a skit and acting out/narrating the functions of/and labeling blood elements and plasma. I will confer with the students and keep them paced to be able to act out the skit in the last 10 minutes. 32 minutes


	
	

	Differentiation:
	Kids will be able to participate in the group activity according to their ability and opt for tasks that suit their modalities. They can write the lines, make or plan use of props, learn lines to act them out, and delve into the logistics of moving through our space to tell the story of the circulatory system.

	
	

	Lesson Closure and Wrap-up:
	Exit slip, multiple choice and fill in the blank that checks for understanding and scientific terminology 5 minutes

	
	

	Adaptations for Students with Exceptionalities:
	Include pictures of the different structures of the circulatory system that highlight the major differences between the parts. Include tactile examples that highlight differences in shape and form of the various parts.
